ABOUT THE FLEET

Sun Van is Tucson’s paratransit service, operating in 

compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act 

(ADA) of 1990 to serve individuals who, due to a 

disability, are unable to ride Sun Tran. Its active �eet 

consists of 139 ADA-accessible cutaway vans. In 

2025, Sun Van will receive 50 new vehicles and 

anticipate them to be in service by February or 

March. Committed to climate resilience, Sun Van will 

also introduce electric paratransit vehicles by the 

end of FY26.
